All book fees are non-refundable  Due to the way we prepare the books for use during the school year, all books 
can not be given to the student should the student be dis-enrolled by the parent or terminated by the school.

Tuition is based on the classroom in which the student is physically placed. Student’s in the Little Lamb’s and the 
Little Sheep’s classroom will be moved up as soon as possible after space is available.  
 
The two and three year old classrooms use the Abeka curriculum and follow the standard school calendar with class 
movement each September.  
 
Part time cannot exceed twenty (20 hours) per week. A part time schedule can be developed with office personnel.  
 
FREE TUITION 
Students receive free days after one full year of enrollment. 

• Five (5) free days after twelve (12) months continuous enrollment. 
• Three (3) free days after continuous enrollment for one full school year (student does not attend our 

summer program).    
• Free tuition request forms may be obtained in the office and must be submitted to office personnel at least two weeks 

prior to requested free tuition days. 
 
WITHDRAWALS 
A two weeks written notice must be given to the office in advance of all withdrawals from the schools.  Failure to 
give a written two weeks notice may result in parent owing tuition and fees for up to two weeks. Student records, 
health forms, report cards, etc. will not be given to the parent/guardian or sent to another private or public school or 
daycare until all tuition and fee are paid in full.
